The concert will be conducted by Harlan Parker and will include two world premieres by Peabody alumni Mark Lortz and Ty Alan Emerson.  Emerson’s Kansas Town when the Sun Goes Down is inspired by a poem by Jo McDougall, and Lortz’s Mixed Signals combines the frenetic and powerful electrical energy of digital circuitry with musical twists and turns in sounds, color, and whiplash effects.  Another Peabody alumnus David Faleris based his piece The Skies Above Lexington Market on photos he took from his apartment overlooking Baltimore’s Lexington Market. Casanova is Johan de Meij’s musical portrait of the legendary Italian lover, represented in the piece by the violoncello and performed by Peabody faculty member Michael Kannen.  Other works in the evening’s repertoire are Tattoo by James Syler and The Foundation March by Richard Franko Goldman.
