Summer Camps•  — Each summer, the Voice 
Department offers serious older students the oppor-
tunity to participate in summer camps for singers 
in middle to high school in Annapolis and for 
junior and senior high school advanced students in 
downtown Baltimore.

Additional Opportunities
Students have the opportunity to participate in supple-
mental classes at the Preparatory such as Keyboard 
Class for Non-Pianists (ages 7-14), or enroll in theory 
classes or private instrument lessons such as piano 
or violin in addition to voice lessons. Student singers 
as young as age 6 may audition for the Peabody 
Children’s Chorus.
Students enrolled in private lessons and theory classes 
may also enroll in the Certificate Program and teachers 
may nominate qualifying students to audition for Voice 
Honors to compete for the opportunity to perform in the 
Preparatory Honors Recital.
Partial scholarships are available for those accepted 
into the Preparatory Voice Department program and 
students are encouraged to apply.
