The Preparatory Voice Department program consists of
five components:

* Private Lessons — Students age 13 and up (includ-
ing adults) can audition for placement in weekly

private lessons of 30, 45 or 60 minutes at all four
campuses and locations.

® Group Classes — Students as young as age 9 through
adults may enroll with no musical background
in Basics of Singing 1 & 2 classes offered each
semester and summer session. These are small and
supportive classes for beginners. Classes for adults
include Basics of Singing 3 and Preparatory Opera
Ensemble.

*  Master and Repertoire Classes — Voice students
have the opportunity to participate in these enrich-
ment classes featuring Peabody faculty and guest
artists including Chrissellene Petropoulos, author of
Performance Mode and The Ten Technical Commands
to Vocal Mastery.
